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Caring for your flowers

We insist that we get the freshest flowers from our suppliers. We treat them with love and care to help them last longer, but there are a few simple things you can do to help prolong your enjoyment of your bouquet…

* When you get your flowers home, remove any wrapping paper and cut the stems at an angle. Then put the flowers into a clean vase filled with enough fresh water to cover the bottom of all the stems. 

* Every two days, remove the flowers, wash out the vase with washing up liquid and fill with fresh water. Cut off the bottom of the stems again, and replace in the vase.

* Keep the flowers in a cool, shady place – they will last longer if you keep them out of direct sunlight, and away from direct heat (such as radiators or fires) and draughts. Remove any faded blooms. Treated this way your fresh flowers should last for 7 days (5 days for spring flowers and roses); often much longer.
* Some flowers may cause skin irritation, if this occurs, rinse your skin in cold water and see your GP if symptoms persist. 
* Lily pollen may stain and can be harmful to cats. We suggest you carefully remove the stamens from newly opened flowers.
